Dear Parents/Carers,

As we enter the February half-term holiday, | would like to take this opportunity to share a
further reminder about key elements of our uniform policy. A consistent approach between
school and home is essential in supporting our children to achieve their very best.

Our uniform policy has not changed for some time; however, the following key points are
important for all families to note:

e Trousers, skirts and shorts must be grey. Trousers must be worn on the waist, and
skirts must be an appropriate length (mid-thigh and significantly below the blazer).

o Tights must be black or navy, and socks must be black, white, grey or navy. Fluffy
socks or leg-warmer style socks are not permitted.

o Earrings: Only studs are permitted—no hoops, bars or other styles.

¢ Nose piercings: Only one stud is permitted—no hoops, bars or other styles.

¢ No other piercings are allowed.

¢ A navy v-neck knitted jumper may be worn, but only in addition to the school navy
blazer.

As mentioned in my previous communication before half-term, recent changes to health
and safety legislation mean that all jewellery must be removed for PE lessons. Plasters or
coverings are not permitted.
