PE Kit from September 2026  
 

In line with our amended uniform policy which came into effect for all children in 
September 2025, our PE uniform will now be revised.   
 

This will remove all black clothing items from the current PE kit.   
 

As of September 2026, all children will be expected to wear the following for PE:  
 

Compulsory:  
• A navy EGS PE t-shirt   
• Plain navy shorts, leggings or jogging bottoms. (These must be plain 

navy without any logos, stripes or additional embellishments). Children can opt 
to wear the EGS branded navy shorts, leggings or tracksuit bottoms which are 
available to purchase through our uniform supplier, but these are optional.   

• White or navy sports, ankle or trainer socks.   
• Sports trainers.   

Optional:   
• EGS navy branded shorts, leggings or jogging bottoms - Children can opt to wear 

these which are available to purchase through our uniform supplier.    
• A navy EGS quarter-zip jacket – this is the only permitted jacket/additional 

layer for PE, but it is optional.  
• A plain navy base layer.   
• During cold weather, children are permitted to wear knitted gloves and/or 

a knitted hat outside only, as per the usual school uniform policy.

A reminder that jewellery is not permitted during PE lessons under any circumstances 
and must always be removed. Covering with a plaster is not permitted.  Please keep 
this in mind should children have any new piercings over the summer term, allowing full 
healing time before the return to school.
