Year 10 End of Year Examinations June/July 2026

As you are aware, the upcoming end of year examinations provide an important
opportunity to assess how your child is currently performing across all subject areas.
These assessments also play a key role in preparing children for their GCSE
examinations next summer.

They will inform groupings, and signposting the right support and intervention.

All exams will be sat in a formal setting, either in the Sports Centre or the EGScellence
Centre.

It is essential that children approach these assessments as they will their final GCSE
examinations. They are expected to be on time, fully prepared and to conduct
themselves EGScellently throughout.

Exam Briefings:

For each exam, there will be an exam briefing before all morning examinations. These
briefings run from 8:15am until 8:35am in the Main Hall. We strongly recommend that
your child attends these briefings. They will be expected to attend them in their final
examinations, and this practice familiarises children with the process.

Children must be on time for these. To avoid disruption to a briefing, if they arrive late,
they will not be admitted to the Main Hall.

The first examination will take place on Wednesday 17" June and the exam period
will run for just over two weeks. Please see the timetable below.
